Paper #2: Archaic Greece

CHOOSE ONE TOPIC
1. In a 3 page paper, write an in-depth, analytical research paper on a SPECIFIC person, event, art-form, characteristic, or development related to one of the following aspects of Archaic and early Classical Greece (750 – 479 B.C.E.).

From your research, develop a thesis that argues and/or reveals something significant about that specific person, event, art form, characteristic, or development. 

SUGGESTED SPECIFIC TOPICS INCLUDE:

i. Pythagoras
ii. Greek temple design

iii. Athenian democracy

iv. Herodotus
v. Spartan helots
vi. Role of Women in Athenian society

vii. Role of Women in Spartan society

viii.  Archaic Greece pottery

ix. Archaic Greece script

x. A Battle from the Persian Wars
xi.  The Olympic Games

xii. Archaic Athenian Acropolis (pre-Parthenon)

xiii. Solon (Athenian statesman, lawmaker, and poet)
xiv.  Cleisthenes

xv. Rural Dionysia or other Greek religious festivals

xvi.  Aeschylus

xvii. OTHER: If you choose another topic, you should meet with me to get approval

2. In a 3 page paper, create your own Homeric EPIC POEM based on Archaic and early Classical Greek civilization (750 – 479 B.C.E.).  Your epic poem should have an original plot and story, but must also include factual aspects, events, and people from the Archaic period (i.e. your epic poem could describe a Greek family that is based on actual family structure during the Archaic period). In order to be successful with this essay, you must use footnotes when describing or including factual aspects, events, and people.  Also, you must study Homer’s poems in order to write an epic in his style.

OTHER REQUIREMENTS:

I. Papers must be TYPED and DOUBLE-SPACED

II.  You must use AT LEAST 4 sources

a. 3 of the initial 4 sources cannot come from the internet

b. Wikipedia is NOT a source

c. Only one of the initial 4 sources can be from class materials

d. Class Notes do NOT count as a source (but should be footnoted)
III. Use footnotes and create a bibliography (works cited)
IV. 12-point font, Times New Roman

Archaic Greece Essay:
DUE DATES FOR STAGES OF ESSAY:
Friday, October, 28th = Essay Assigned
Thursday, November 10th = Topic statement written (10%)

A topic statement is a 2 – 3 sentence explanation of the overall topic you’ll be researching.  Additionally, this statement should include a hypothesized idea of what your thesis (argument) might be.

Monday, November 14th = Thesis statement due (10%)

A thesis statement is a significant argument having to do with the specifics of your topic.  What can you argue about the past in regard to your topic?

Friday, November 18th = Outline and bibliography due (15% of grade)

An outline is the skeleton of your paper.  It includes your thesis statement and at least three main reasons for that thesis.  Those reasons will become the basis of your body paragraphs and thus, the outline should provide a skeleton of how you will address and support those reasons.  The outline should include examples and quotes from your research that support your body paragraph reasons.  In many ways, the outline is the “dirty work” of an essay.  Your bibliography must have at least 4 sources by this point (4 sources that you’ll use to support your reasons for your thesis).

Wednesday, November 30th = FINAL PAPER due (65% of grade)
