EMPIRES AND REPUBLICS:
THE AGE OF AUGUSTUS

Analytical Research Paper
In a 4-6 page pager, write an analytical research paper pertaining to the life and times of Augustus (Rome’s first emperor).  More precisely, choose a specific challenge, event, individual, or concept during Augustus’ life, which illustrates his influence (auctoritas) or lack of influence on Roman society.   You might decide to explore a specific challenge he faced (e.g., expansion and protection of the empire), a specific individual (e.g., his wife Livia, his daughter Julia, his stepson Tiberius) or a specific concept (e.g., imperial succession; festivals and games; emperor worship; imperial patronage of the arts).  You will develop your essay in stages, so that the end result is a coherent, well-written and thoughtful exploration that is worthy of presentation and debate yet tightly organized and sharply focused.  On April 17th, you will hand in your paper and also provide a 2-3 minute presentation describing your topic, thesis statement, and conclusions.

DEVELOPMENTAL STAGES REQUIREMENTS:
Topic statement: at least one paragraph, and no longer than one page, declaring the topic you've decided to pursue, and outlining the precise question you intend to focus on, the approach you plan to take, and any expected conclusions. This paragraph should be the outcome of some thoughtful preliminary work, not a hastily dashed off summary.  Your thesis statement should be clear.
Annotated bibliography: the topic statement depends upon research and deliberation, and an annotated bibliography helps you focus your research and thinking from the outset. The bibliography contains scholarly books, book chapters and/or journal articles.  Avoid on-line summaries and wiki-style websites. Each annotation should include the publication information AND 1 full paragraph describing how this source relates to your paper. This annotated bibliography must contain at least three distinct entries.
Outline: A well-constructed outline is the skeleton of your paper's body - it represents the bare bones  (basic ideas/arguments) of your essay.   Power-outlining (using a variety of letters, numbers, roman numerals, etc. in a tabulated format) is the ideal method.  Your outline should include not only the Topic Sentences of each body paragraph, but also QUOTES from sources as well as brief notes explaining how those examples and quotes support your ideas.
PAPER REQUIREMENTS:

I. Papers must be TYPED and DOUBLE-SPACED

II. You must use AT LEAST 6 sources

III. 5 of 6 sources cannot come from the internet

IV. Wikipedia is NOT a source

V. Only 1 of the 6 required sources can be from class materials

VI. Class Notes do NOT count as a source

VII. Use footnotes (MLA – CHICAGO STYLE)

VIII. Pagination (page number on each page)

IX. 12-point font, Times New Roman
